On the previous slide | have also entered the
same hyperlink, concealing it behind a
descriptive title — that also will work.

The third link is to a remote (Internet) site



In my hyperlinks | simply use the name and location of the target file on my computer.

It is possible to directly invoke a media player with a command line pointing to the
media file desired and any command line parameters needed for full screen etc,

Something like
vlc —fullscreen full path and filename

This may take a little fiddling to get right — | have a memory that | sometimes needed
to enclose path and file in quotes.

If preparing a presentation on one’s desktop computer, for later delivery from a laptop
do not change the media file location. | recommend placing all files for the
Presentation in their own directory and moving it to the laptop.

an external source. It will take a little time to load as it must start the browser;

you may then need to start the film.
